Being renewed is a choice. Sometimes when we’re dealing with chaos, fatigue, and 
frustration it is easy for those feelings to take root inside of us. But 2 Corinthians 
4:16 gives us hope: “Therefore we do not lose heart. Though outwardly we are 
wasting away, yet inwardly we are being renewed day by day. You have a choice 
to be renewed and take heart!” We have a choice to take heart in our vision as a 
church and how God is calling each of us to give generously to make that vision 
a reality.

We cannot allow the challenges that we face right now to corrupt our thinking. 
Ephesians 4:23 tells us to, “allow the Holy Spirit to renew our thoughts and 
our attitudes.” We can throw off the negative thoughts and be renewed in our 
thinking. As we each do this together it renews our thinking about our giving  
and generosity.

Psalm 51 talks about being, “renewed with a steadfast spirit.” Being steadfast 
means to be unwavering.
